RECIPIENT OF THE HONORARY DOCTOR OF LAW

he Honorable Christel

Trolenberg Marquardt, >74,
began her professional career as
a teacher in Tigerton, Wis., at age
19 after completing two years at
Concordia Teachers’ College in
River Forest, 11l. She received
a bachelor of science degree in
elementary education in 1970 from
Missouri Western State College in
St. Joseph. She entered Washburn
University School of Law in 1971
and served as managing editor of
the Washburn Law Journal in her
third year. She received a juris
doctor degree in 1974 and was
one of six women in a class of 189
students.

Immediately after graduation,
Marquardt started working for

the Topeka law firm of Cosgrove,
Webb & Oman, whete she
remained until 1986, before
becoming a partner at the firm of
Palmer, Marquardt & Snyder. In
1991, she joined the Levy & Craig
law firm in Kansas City. In 1994,
Marquardt and her son, Andrew,
established Marquardt & Associates
LLC in Fairway, Kan. Her legal
career focused primarily in the
areas of labor and employment

law, and on family law issues. In
1995, Marquardt was appointed

to the Kansas Court of Appeals

by Governor Bill Graves. She has
been a lecturer on many legal issues
for the American Bar Association,
Kansas Bar Association, Kansas
Trial Lawyers, Kansas Municipal
Attorneys, Kentucky Bar, Louisiana
Bar, Washburn University, Missouri
Western University, Kansas Women
Attorneys, Security Benefit Group,
and the Menninger Foundation.

The Honorable Christel Trolenberg Marguardt, °74, was joined by her family

at the 107th Commencement ceremony. Her son, Andrew Marguardy,
far right, is a 1992 graduate of Washburn Law.

She was appointed to the Washburn
Board of Regents in 2007 by
Governor Kathleen Sebelius and
served as chair of the board during
the 2011 fiscal year. Marquardt
served on the Washburn University
School of Law Alumni Association
Board of Governors for many years
and as its president from 1998 to
2000. In 2004, she received the
Washburn University Alumni
Association’s Distinguished Service
Award.

In 1987, Marquardt was elected to
serve as president of the Kansas
Bar Association, the first woman
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to do so. She has served on

many American Bar Association
committees, has been a member of
its board of governors, has served in
its house of delegates since 1988, and
is currently serving as Kansas state
delegate to that body.

She has volunteered and served

on many civic boards including

the Topeka Symphony, League of
Women Voters, Brown Foundation,
and American Business Women’s
Association.

Marquardt is the proud mother
of four sons and has seven
grandchildren.
